SURROUNDINGADDITIONS WERE CAREFULLY REMOVED, AND THE HARTFORD HOUSE
COMPONENTSWERE DISASSEMBLEDAND THEN REASSEMBLEDIN 19740N THE GROUNDSOF
THE RILEY COUNTY HISTORICAL MUSEUM. IT IS THE ONLY KNOWN HOUSEOF THE ORIGINAL

MANHATTAN AND ARE REPRESENTATIVEWORKS OF MASTER STONEMASONS. THE MOSESCOTTAGE AND THE
WOLF PHOTOGRAPHY STUDIO WERE BOTH MOVED TO THEIR CURRENTLOCATIONS BY LUCILE WOLF IN
1957. HE MOSESCOTTAGE WAS BUILT IN 1870BY FLORA MOSES WHO CAME TO THE AREA AS PART OF THE
FREESTATE MOVEMENT. THE WOLF PHOTOGRAPHY STUDIO WAS OPERATEDBY MAX WOLF FOR 54 YEARS,
AND THE STUDIO WAS MOVED IN ORDERTO CREATE PARKING FORTHE RILEY CO. COURTHOUSEAND
CARNEGIE LIBRARY.
